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Developer chosen for Madison's town square

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MADISON — Mayor Mary Hawkins Butler announced today that a developer has been selected for Madison’s town square.

“I’m very excited about the opportunity to work with Madison,” said Clint Herring of Kerioth Corp.

The announcement came as Madison celebrated being named one of Family Circle magazine’s 10 Best Towns for Families. The magazine is available on newsstands today.

Kerioth, developer of other area projects including The Township at Colony Park on Highland Colony Parkway in Ridgeland, is in fiscal negotiations with the city, Herring said.

Announcements will be made in coming months about the status of the project.

Herring said it could be a year to a year-and-a-half before the groundbreaking.

Initial plans for Madison's estimated $150 million to $200 million project call for a hotel, retail space, restaurants and condominiums.

Madison also plans to include a new City Hall, fine arts center and open space for outdoor festivals.

The development will be built where Main Street (Mississippi 463) and U.S. 51 meet, on the 17-acre site of the old Madison Station Elementary School.
